Summary in Arabic
Volunteerism is a human and cultural behavior, this has led to
more focus by the international community on this type of work. The General
Assembly of the United Nations declared 2001 “The International Year of
Volunteers’, as it is an inferesting element in any strateqy aimed at achieving
sustainable development.

This study is an attempt fo define the role of volunteerism in
developing and activating the values of citizenshijp among Algerian youth,
through the Association of “Ornphan sponsors” Kafil ELYatim” in Algeria, as well
as aiming at improving the concept of ‘Participation” from the theoretical
perceptions to the social practices which leads, consequently fto the
consolidation of the habits of youth participation through charitable work and
investing in human resources, by moving from the category of indifferent youth
of weak interaction with civil participation and a tenuous culture in this field, to
participants with a positive culture and who could contribute fo the development
process.

Within this framework, the present study aims at revealing the explanatory
systems of the concept of volunteerism in the imagination of young volunfeers,
as it tries to define the reference frameworks through which citizenship is

interpreted and what are its values, and how we can transform the voluntary



practice by young people into an act that strengthens the values of
citizenship?, What are the characteristics and behaviors of citizenship? What

are the main difficulties that limit the performance of volunteer work?

This study was conducted on a purposive sample of 250
volunteers in the Association of Orphans sponsors” the branch of Blida. To
achieve the purposes of the research, we have adopted a descriptive,
analytical and statistical approach which is the appropriate one to the nature of
the theme of this study, relying on collecting data on both observation,
questionnaire and interview.

Accordingly, the study concluded that:

The volunteer work through associations aims to enhance the values of
national belonging, as well as promoting and consolidating the values of social
responsibility through:

v Contribution to the formation and upbringing of the volunteer
to be a good citizen, aware of his rights and dufies —as a member in the
community — and fo strive fo do them without failure.

v Strengthen belonging to the nation and moving from the
individual state fo that of citizenship, that imposes commitments fo the

obligations towards the counitry and society.



v Supervising and overseeing voluntary activities enhance the
value of the volunteer social responsibility

v The school has to consolidate volunteerism by enhancing
the value of participation and spreading the culfure of volunteerism
among students as it is an institution of upbringing which has an active,
effective and dynamic role through classroom and extra—curricular
activities that ensure its realization in the form of activities, exhibitions,
school days ect..

v Socio—cultural obstacles affect the performance of volunteer
work, this is due to a lack of awareness of ifs importance as well as the

importance of the role of the volunteer in society.
